The
agency had the longest running radio
commercial in Philadelphia history (25 +
years for Marv Pollow, “the world’s
smallest Chevrolet dealer.”) He also had
the first infomercial (Renaire). Con-
gratulations to Ray: The 23 year old kid
who outlasted them all, and is still at the
same old stand.
